Installing or removing battery

cartridge

A CAUTION: Always switch off the tool before
installing or removing of the battery cartridge.

To install the battery cartridge, align the tongue on the
battery cartridge with the groove in the housing and slip
itinto place. Insert it all the way until it locks in place
with a little click. If you can see the red indicator as
shown in the figure, it is not locked completely.

To remove the battery cartridge, slide it from the tool
while sliding the button on the front of the cartridge.

ACAUTION: Always install the battery cartridge
fully until the red indicator cannot be seen. If not,
it may accidentally fall out of the tool, causing injury to
you or someone around you.

If the cartridge does not slide in easily, it is
not being inserted correctly.
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Tool / battery protection system

The tool is equipped with a tool/battery protection
system. This system automatically cuts off power to
the motor to extend tool and battery life. The tool will
automatically stop during operation if the tool is placed
under one of the following conditions:

Overload protection

If the tool or battery gets into one of the following sit-

uations, the tool automatically stops and the indicator

lamp starts blinking in green:

— The tool is overloaded by entangled weeds or
other debris.

—  The cutting tool is locked or kicked back.

—  The main power button is turned on while the
switch trigger is being pulled.

In these situations, release the switch trigger and

remove entangled weeds or debris if necessary. After

that, push the lock lever down forward and squeeze the

lock-off lever. Then, pull the switch trigger while holding

the lock-off lever to resume.

A CAUTION: if you need to remove the entan-
gled weeds on the tool or release the locked
cutting tool, be sure to turn the tool off before you

NOTE: Depending on the conditions of use and the
ambient temperature, the indication may differ slightly
from the actual capacity.

NOTE: The first (far left) indicator lamp will blink when
the battery protection system works.

Main power switch

Overheat protection

If the tool or battery cartridge is overheated, the tool
stops automatically. When the tool is overheated, the
indicator lamp lights up in red. When the battery car-
tridge is overheated, the indicator lamp blinks in red. Let
the tool and/or battery cool down before turning the tool
on again.

Overdischarge protection

When the battery capacity becomes low, the tool stops
automatically and the indicator lamp starts blinking in
red.

If the tool does not operate even when the switches are
operated, remove the battery cartridge from the tool and
charge it.

NOTICE: If the tool stops due to a cause
not described above, refer to the section for

troubleshooting.

AWARNING: Always turn off the main power
switch when not in use.

Press the main power button to turn on the tool. To turn
off the tool, press the main power button.

NOTE: The indicator lamp blinks if the switch trigger
is pulled under unoperatable conditions. The indicator
lamp blinks if you turn on the main power switch while
holding down the lock-off lever and the switch trigger.

NOTE: To avoid unintentional start up when the
switch trigger is not pulled for 5 minutes after the
main power switch is turned on, the indicator lamp will
turn off and the main power switch will automatically
shut down.
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AWARNING: For your safety, this tool is
equipped with a lock-off lever which prevents the
tool from unintended starting. NEVER use the tool
if it runs when you simply pull the switch trigger
without pressing the lock-off lever.

A\ CAUTION: Never put your finger on the main
power button and switch trigger when carrying
the tool.

NOTICE: Do not pull the switch trigger hard with-
out pressing the lock-off lever. This can cause
switch breakage.

To prevent the switch trigger from being accidentally

pulled, a double lock-off lever is provided for safety.

To start the tool, push the lock lever down forward past

its normal position using the web of your hand (i.e., the

part between thumb and index finger) and squeeze the

lock-off lever with your palm. Then pull the switch trigger

while holding the lock-off lever.

Tool speed is increased by increasing the pressure on

the switch trigger.

Release the switch trigger to stop.

Electronic torque control function

The tool electronically detects a sudden drop in the
rotation speed which may cause a kickback. In this
situation, the tool automatically stops to prevent further
rotation of cutting tool. To restart the tool, release the
switch trigger. Clear the cause of sudden drop in the
rotation speed and then turn the tool on.

NOTE: This function is not a preventive measure for
kickbacks.

Electronic function

The tool is equipped with the electronic functions for

easy operation.

. Constant speed control
The speed control function provides the constant
rotation speed regardless of load conditions.

. Electric brake
This tool is equipped with an electric brake. If the
tool consistently fails to stop the shear blades
quickly after the switch trigger is released, have
the tool serviced at Makita Authorized Service
Center.

. Soft start feature
The soft start feature reduces starting reaction.

Mounting the handle

1. Attach the upper and lower clamps on the damper.

2. Putthe handle on the upper clamp and fix it with

hex socket head bolts as illustrated.

Hex wrench storage

A\ CAUTION: Be careful not to leave the hex
wrench inserted in the tool head.

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Installing and removing the blade

1. Turn the receive washer so that the hole on the
receive washer aligns with the hole on the gear case.

2. Insert the hex wrench through the holes.

Make sure the receive washer does not turn.

3.  Holding the hex wrench, turn the nut clockwise
using a socket wrench.

4. Remove the nut and the clamp.

5. Place the blade.

6. Return the clamp and the nut.

7. Holding the hex wrench, turn the nut counterclock-
wise to fasten the blade.

To remove the blade, follow the same steps above and

remove the blade at step 5.

Adjusting the blade depth

1. Loosen the wing nut on the wheel.

2. Move the wheel and adjust the height according to
the operation, then tighten the wing nut.

Operation tips

. Before edging, water the area to soften the ground
and make edging easier.

Before edging, check the area and remove all
obstacles and objects that could be thrown.

Plan to edge regularly to make it easier to keep a
neat edge and to avoid having to make more than
one pass.

NOTE: Blade depth may have to be adjusted due to
differences in height between the hard surface and
the top of the grass.
. Adjust the blade's depth of cut to produce a
fine cut between sidewalk and grass using a
minimum blade depth, usually with about 13 mm
(1/2”) of the blade into the ground.

Lubricating moving parts

Gear case

Supply grease (Shell Alvania 2 or equivalent) to the
gear case through the grease hole every 30 hours of
operation. (Genuine Makita grease may be purchased
from your local Makita dealer.)

Overall inspection
. Tighten loose bolts, nuts and screws.

. Check for damaged parts. Ask Makita authorized
service center to replace them.

Cleaning the tool

Clean the tool by wiping off dust, dirt, or cut off grass
with a dry cloth or one dipped in soapy water and wrung
out. To avoid overheating of the tool, be sure to remove
the cut off grass or debris adhered to the vent of the
tool.
